Metadata/explanatory note on the configuration and lay-out of Excel data tables to INSERT TITLE OF REPORT

Lay-out of the individual Excel documents is typically as follows:
· For most tables, the first worksheet contains a comprehensive notes page. The notes page contains three elements: a description of the data in document, reference(s) for all sources and links to all the original source documents of the data, where possible.
· The next worksheet contains the nominal data.
· The third worksheet contains all real data (baseline year 2015/2016).

· Lastly, depending on whether figures were calculated based on the data, the document may contain one or more figures.
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
